How do I login?

The system can be configured to use one of several methods of authentication, including LDAP, Netware, and
SMB. See your system administrator if you are having trouble logging in. Some functions are restricted to
certain users, and other users will get the message "You do not have access rights to modify this item™. See
your system administrator if this is not working correcily for you. If the system is configured to use LDAP
authentication, this means that you login with the same usemame and password as you use for getting email
e.g. "Mark Belanger" and "MyPassword".

MRBS is a free, GPL, web application using PHP and MySQL/pgsql for booking meeting rooms or other
resources.
